Kate & Clarence LalLonde
Neighborhood Park Update

Construction of Kate and Clarence
LaLonde Neighborhood Park began
in early July 2010. Clark County
Public Works and Vancouver-Clark
Parks and Recreation planned and
designed this park project. The
county has awarded the
construction contract to Colf

Landscape Construction, Inc. of
Vancouver, WA.
Kate and Clarence LalLonde

Neighborhood Park is located on
NE 99th Street just west of 50th
Avenue in northeast Hazel Dell.

Once complete, this 7.7-acre park
will feature:

Paved, ADA accessible loop path
Playground equipment e Irrigated
open lawn play area * Sports court
with basketball hoop ¢ Picnic tables
e Benches ¢ Bike rack, drinking

fountain and trash can

In addition, the county will plant

957 native trees and shrubs
throughout the north side of the
park as part of a separate storm
water improvement project.

Construction is anticipated to be
completed by spring 2011. The
contractor is allowed to work seven
days a week, between 7 a.m. and 8




p.m. However, most work activities
typically occur on weekdays during
daylight hours.

In 2005, wvoters in the
unincorporated urban area of Clark
County approved the Greater Clark
Parks District  to provide
maintenance and operations
funding for 35 new parks. The
county is now developing these
parks using dedicated funding
provided through local real estate
excise taxes and park impact fees.

The park wil be closed
throughout  construction  to
protect public safety.
Construction equipment will be
entering and exiting the work site
using neighborhood roads. The
contractor will be using NE 99th
Street primarily, and understands
the importance of working and
driving safely in this area.
Residents should also be extra
careful around the construction
equipment.

Neighbors should expect noise,
vibration and dust during
construction.
